20. Silo Access:  MO Highway 79 - North approximately 2 miles from Clarksville, Missouri.  Located on the eastside of the highway.


24. Pleasant Hill Boat Ramp:  IL Highway 96 - From Pleasant Hill, IL.  Turn west onto S. Main Street.  Follow road over the railroad tracks and turn right onto 125th Av.  Go 0.8 miles.  Make a left onto 342nd St.  Go approximately 3.3 miles, slight right onto county road 3630N Pleasant Hill Acc Rd.  Follow this for 0.4 miles to the levee.  The area is on the river side of the levee.


26.  Clarksville Riverfront: Located in Clarksville, Missouri, just off Highway 79, two blocks east.


27.  Rip Rap Landing: Located a few miles northwest of Mozier, IL. Off Highway 96, left on to Rip Rap Rd, veer left toward river.


29.  Hamburg Ferry Public Fish Access: Located about 4 miles northeast of Elsberry, MO.  Take Highway P east from Elsberry. 


30.  Village of Hamburg: Hamburg, IL.  About 5 miles south of Mozier on Mississippi River Road.  Camping area 2 blocks north of boat ramp.


31.  Prairie Slough Conservation Area: Located northeast of Elsberry, MO.  Take Highway P to Prairie Slough Rd.  (No access to main river from this location)


33.  Red’s Landing-River: Located about 5 miles south of Hamburg, IL.  Mississippi River Rd to Red’s Landing Rd (west) to river.


34.  Red’s Landing-Backwaters: Located about 5 miles south of Hamburg, IL.  Mississippi River Rd to Red’s Landing Rd (west) to slough.


36.  Norton Woods Access: Located in between the cities of Elsberry and Foley, MO off Highway 79.  Take Highway M, then left on Norton Woods Rd.


37.  Hurricane Access Area: Located North of Foley, or South of Elsberry, Missouri.  Take Highway 79 to Highway M to the end of the blacktop.  Continue straight, and then merge right at the crossroad.  Follow this road around to the first levee crossing.  This brings you up and over the levee to the gravel parking lot.





38.  Gilead Access Area: Located North of Foley, or South of Elsberry, Missouri.  Take Highway 79 to Highway M to the end of the blacktop.  Continue straight, and then merge right at the crossroad.  Follow this road around to the first levee crossing.  This brings you up and over the levee to the gravel parking lot.





40.  Mississippi River Access: Located about 3 miles northwest of Batchtown, IL, off the Mississippi River Rd. Take Turner Hollow Rd west all the way to the river.


41.  Prairie Pond Access: Located about 3 miles northwest of Batchtown, IL, off the Mississippi River Rd. Take Turner Hollow Rd west to the slough/pond access.


43.  Foley Access Area:  Located East of Foley, Missouri.  Take Highway 79 to Foley, Missouri, turn right at the 4-Way stop, head down gravel road, merge left where another county road merges and head to the river, up and over the levee.  A gravel boat ramp and parking lot are available.  


44.  Cockrell Hollow Access: Located about 1 mile west of Batchtown, IL.  Take Cemetery Rd west, veer left, all the way to the hollow.





Special Notes


1) The following areas are closed from October to December 31:


-Two Rivers National Wildlife Refuge-Batchtown Division – IL side, river mile 246 to 252


-Batchtown State Fish & Wildlife Management Area – IL side, river mile 242 to 246


-Boat ramps located at site #’s 37, 38, 41, and 44 will be closed


-Portages B and C will be closed


-Boat ramp at site # 44 will remain open to the main river channel during this time frame


2) Drawdowns may occur during paddling season, leaving little or no water in some areas.  This includes areas completely isolated from the river and backwater sloughs.
