Trips for Beginners
Lock and Dam 25 to Melvin Price Locks and Dam
Dresser Island, Pool 26, Site 17 (2-3 hours)
Dresser Island is a safe place to practice paddling techniques.  It has abundant wildlife and provides opportunities for exploration.  Paddlers may stay in the backwaters or paddle the slough till it opens up into the Mississippi River.
Riverlands Migratory Bird Sanctuary, Pool 26, Site 15 (2-3 hours)
Paddle Teal Pond or the backwaters of Ellis Bay.  This area hosts an abundance of waterfowl, shorebirds, and raptors to delight birdwatchers.  Site 24 has a shelter, restroom, and outdoor fireplace, making it an ideal location for paddlers to convene.  This area is closed October 15-April 15 as  a wildlife refuge.
Piasa Creek, Pool 26, (2-3 hours)
The Piasa Creek watershed drains more than 78,000 acres.  Paddle up Piasa Creek a few miles and enjoy the peace and quiet.  Piasa Creek and the Rock Fork community were part of the underground railroad.
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
